About Company

They are a big organization with about more than 1000 employees. They have two warehouses (Lahore, Sahiwal) and a Head Office in Lahore. Most of thework done at Hi Tec Feeds is of a contract nature. When a client company approachesthem and presents them with a demand, they deliver the required products. Hi Tec Feeds has a simple managementstructure.  There is a board of directors who advise a company president. Underthe president are managers who oversee day-to-day operations of the company. And under them are the various offices.The current system they are using consists of record management system. This system includes purchase of raw materials from suppliers and then the production department produces the products and stores the products in the warehouse.

As mentioned that the company works on contract basis, if a customer wants to purchase a product from company, customer first places an order to the head office and also pays in

Then the head office generates a Delivery Order (DO) and transfers it to the warehouse. The warehouse then checks the Delivery Order (DO) generated by Head Office. The company has a contract with some transport company which provides vehicles for transportation of products from warehouse to customers/distributers. The company first calculates the weight of empty vehicle and then loads the required products into the vehicle, then after loading the products into the vehicle they again calculate the vehicle weight, after that they calculate the Net Weight = (Loaded vehicle - Empty vehicle) and then checks the Net weight with the weight mentioned on Delivery Order (DO). Then they deliver products to the clients.
They also purchases raw materials from the suppliers. There might be a new supplier or existing supplier. In this process the Head Office analyzes the present raw materials, if the stock of raw materials is not enough; the Head Office generates a Demand Order (DO) consists of quantity required, type of raw materials etc. Head office informs the suppliers about the demand of raw materials by many means; by email, phone call or by text message. Then the supplier sends the raw materials to the warehouse on vehicle, at the warehouse the weight of the vehicle loaded with raw materials is calculated and after unloading the raw materials from vehicle, they again calculate the weight of empty vehicle; then they calculate the Net Weight = (Loaded vehicle - Empty vehicle) and then checks the Net weight with the weight mentioned on the Demand Order (DO).
The Demand Orders and Delivery Orders are generated by Sales or Purchase Managers from Head Office. Then at the warehouse, the staff of warehouse confirms the Sale or Purchase as mentioned on the Demand or Delivery Order. At the end of each day they perform closing by checking the Delivery Order or Demand Order generated and the sale or purchase completed.

The information technology is growing day by day. They need advancement in their software through which will able to keep record for each thing they have purchase or sale like purchasing of raw material or sale of goods.
The company was facing the problem with their old system like wrong inputs, not a user friendly interface, wrong billing.
We have made this software using the ASP.Net technology covering all the given factors. Basically the user will login into the system, on the front screen he get the entry form of receiving raw material from the manufacturer. The user have to enter the vehicle number, net weight of the truck , gross weight of the truck, total number of bag, how much weight is being carried by each bag. After Unloading user will give the goods receive note to the truck driver.
Using this software user can mention the unit of receiving goods. User can also mention the type of bags, weight of the bags etc.

Further maintenance / updating of the software can be done according to the given requirement of the user.

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The problem they are facing are, some of the staff members inputs ambiguous weight or they input wrong vehicle information and present any other non-registered vehicle and by doing this they commit fraud. For this problem they want images of vehicle coming in or out of the warehouse. There are many steps involved in the process of solving problem. These steps involve billing the client, purchasing materials, checking inventory and soon.  Due to the rapid growth of the company, many standard procedures used to perform these tasks are becoming insufficient to meet the needs of the company and their clients.
We have already carried out a Feasibility Study and a Requirements Analysis at HI Tech Feeds and determined that there are few areas that need the greatest attention is the accurate information of the system. The management agrees that this area of their business requires immediate attention and they are actually considering the conclusions of our Feasibility Study. The system was originally designed for a much smaller workforce, but with recent growth and workforce expansion, the system has become inadequate, thus impeding efficiency.  This has resulted in relatively large project delays, inventory wastage and increased cost of maintaining the legacy system.

Below is the explanation of the main tables of bilty information:
SUPPLIERS
Suppliers are those parties that supplies goods or resources to companies they are also known as vendors. The entire detail of the supplier is recorded in the database like name, ID, address, city, country, mobile and Email. Once the information have been saved then whenever he come then all his information will be displayed against its ID. 


BILTY INFORMATION DETAIL
Bility information is recorded in this table when a bilty come then the driver or the resource person handover the bilty paper to the authorize person then he will check all the entities that are on that table which are bilty number, item code, item type, number of bags, bag type ID, tare weight (the weight when the vehicle is empty), gross weight (the weight when goods are on the vehicle), net weight (difference between tare and gross weight).
BILTY INFORMATION MASTER
In this table the information of bilty master is stored like transfer bilty date, location ID (all locations of the company have different ID’s), transfer bilty number, city (form which city the vehicle has came), vehicle number, driver contact number, drivers name, fright and date. 
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In items table we can see that there are many tables like item category, item groups, item and item unit. In these tables all the information of the items are stored in the tables like their ID, name, description, price etc. the main item that are used in this company is wanda and bardana.
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Getting any goods from any company or shop by giving them money is called purchase. As you can see form the database diagram there are many tables that that related to Purchase. All the detailed description of purchase is recorded in purchase segment. The main tables to be explained as follows:
PURCHASE ORDER MASTER
In purchase order master table all the purchase detail is recorded like the POM number, date, expected date, remarks, supplier ID, approved when and by (approved by the admin or the authorize persons), status (weather the goods are delivered or not), total value, and shipment mode (by air, land or water).

He can view the products, view the raw materials, view the suppliers and he also can view the buyers
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Warehouse manager also plays an important role in managing the warehouse. He also have to be logged in to access the company matters, he can also maintain his check list according the policy of the company like he can check the delivery order, buyer information, weight of empty vehicle, he can also generate first weight slip, can check weight of loaded vehicle.
